In Churchill's youth social convention taught that women were destined by nature for
the domesiic sphere of hore and family whils the public reaim of poliics and
goverment was reserved for men. In practice wornen did play a significant role in
publc lfz, but it was mainly 35 wives and daughters in support of hushands and
Tathers, of as rank-and-fle party workers helping to mobilise male voters in support
of male politcians. Such influsnce as they did possess was indirect They did not
have the vote and could not stand for Parliament. In the course of Churchil's lifetime
this distinction between the private and public spheres began to crumble. The mass
mobilisatian of wormen in two world wars, the exension of the franchise to wornen,
and the entry ofwomen into politics and the professions began to chip away atthe
old orthodoxies. Since masculine supremacy was never seriously atrisk, Churchill,
like most of the male poliicians of his day, could afford to regard 'women's issues'
as peripheral. When they did arise is responses varied. By no stretch of the
